Parks’ standard Rules & Regulations are listed on our website https://www.nycgovparks.org/rules/section-2-10 All park users are expected to follow these guidelines. 
Below are reminders to keep runners and spectators safe as well as to keep the park’s plantings and utilities clean and protected. Thank you for your cooperation and keeping Van Cortlandt Park a beautiful place to run.
Vehicles


· Only two vehicles will be allowed on site for most races: (1) timing vehicle and (1) emergency medical vehicle. Timing vehicles carry equipment. Medical vehicles are clearly marked on the outside. Cars with official city government plates may park in the limited area behind the Broadway comfort station and when driving in the park hazard lights must be on and travel at 5mph. Check your speedometer because 5mph is very slow. 
· All other vehicles must park outside park premises or at the public golf lot. There is also Manhattan College’s parking garage at 242nd St. & Broadway if you make arrangements with them.
· Buses may NOT double-park along Broadway. Due to the recently installed bike lane, double parking along Broadway can result in serious traffic problems and you will be ticketed. Bus parking is available on the Jerome Avenue extension, north of East 233 Street.
Tents


10’ x 10’ pop up tents are permitted. Anchor with sandbags, or backpacks -- No staking. Tents must have open sides for security checks. No set ups that require vehicles to bring in tents. Contracted events may have larger tents at locations specified by Parks.
Vendors

Vendors must receive a permit from Parks Revenue Department or the Park Administrator’s Office for the sale of ANYTHING or risk receipt of a summons. 

PA Systems  

A public announcement system with generator is allowed for announcing purposes only. No music. Please announce that as good citizens “Carry In – Carry Out” is the best garbage policy and everyone is expected to put their garbage in a receptacle. 
Trail Markings  
Mark back hills trails with signage that pushes wire into the ground. Marking of trees, rocks, asphalt or other structures is considered defacing public property and is against the law. Parade Ground marking may not push into the ground due to the irrigation system.
Garbage  

A clean up bond is held in situations that might generate excessive garbage. The Permit holder must clean up during and after the event. All event related trash must be removed from site. 
Sponsorship 

Sponsor recognition (banners, giveaways, and other visual signage) must be approved by Parks and often requires fees. Contact the Park Administrator’s Office if you are considering more than six feet of cumulative recognition space.
Port-o-sans  

Must be dropped off and picked up same day at the designated areas. See site map.
Medical Plans 

Are strongly suggested to avoid any medical problems for which you may be held responsible. Large vehicles are not permitted on the back trails. 
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Reminder: Use signs that push into the ground as depicted here.
